LAWRENCE CHAPEL
ADDED TO THE NATIONAL
REGISTRY FOR HISTORIC
PLACES. The Lawrence Cha-
pel and Cemetery property in
the Town of Catharine has been
named to the National Register
of Historic Places. The Schuyler
County Historical Society owns
and manages the site along
Route 228 northeast of the Vil-
lage of Odessa. The Chapel and
cemetery join 20 other loca-
tions in the county listed on the
Register. “Being the caretakers
of this historic property is an
honor,” Society Board of Trust-
ees President Barbara Chapman
said. “The board, under the lead-
ership of former president Jean
Hubsch, had the foresight in late
2021 to take over the Chapel and
cemetery from the Chemung
County Historical Society. With
this National Historic Register
designation, our responsibility
is affirmed. It’s one we’re very
proud of.” The public is invited
to a celebration of the National
Register listing on Saturday,
May 10, from 10 a.m. to noon
at the Chapel. Speakers will
include Schuyler County His-
torian Dr. Gary Emerson. The
non-denominational Chapel was
built by the Lawrence family in
1880 to honor their ancestors and
to give their neighbors a place to
worship, celebrate and gather as
a community. The Lawrences,
originally from the New York
City area, were significant in
local, county and state matters.
The adjacent cemetery was es-
tablished nearly 50 years before
construction started on the stone,
Gothic Revival-style Chapel. “I
think it’s just marvelous,” Town
of Catharine Historian Carol
Fagnan said about the historic
designation, confirmed by the
National Park Service in late
January. State recognition was
approved in September by New
York Parks, Recreation & Histor-
ic Preservation. “Our early histo-

ry is so fantastic. The Lawrences
were so influential,” Fagnan said.
“It’s a great recognition, a great
protection and a great addition to
the whole history of the Town of
Catharine. It makes a place spe-
cial.” With the exception of only
a handful of years, the Chapel has
been used for church services,
baptisms, weddings, funerals,
musical performances and lec-
tures since the first event there in
July 1881. The Schuyler County
Historical Society offers the Cha-
pel for community use from May
through October. “The Lawrence
Chapel sits on a serene hill just
above the road. Perfectly nestled
among the trees, the location is
elegant and calming,” Society
Executive Director of Museums
Heather O’Grady-Evans said.
“Newly restored interior walls
make the acoustics inside the
Chapel perfect for intimate vo-
cal and instrumental concerts,
renewal ceremonies and small
weddings. “That the Chapel is
now on the state and national reg-
istries adds to its mystique and
historic charm. Each event held
at the Lawrence Chapel becomes
part of its rich history.” The Cha-
pel’s original wooden pews can
seat up to 120 guests. The altar
pieces are also original, as are the
stained-glass windows. For more
information about the Lawrence
Chapel and Cemetery, visit the
Schuyler County Historical Soci-
ety’s website at schuylerhistory.
org. The Brick Tavern Museum
is located at 108 N. Catharine St./
Route 14, Montour Falls. Admis-
sion is free. Hours are Tuesday,
Wednesday and Friday 10 a.m.
to 4 p.m. and Thursday 2-8 p.m.
Museum exhibits and all op-
erations of the Schuyler County
Historical Society are supported
by a Tourism Assistance Pro-
gram grant administered by the
Watkins Glen Area Chamber of
Commerce.

The
fee is $35 or $45, depending on
a student wanting to have a copy
of the course materials to keep.
If two family members share a
borrowed manual, the fee is just
$10 for the second person. Class
size is limited. To register and
for more details, contact Finger
Lakes Chapter Education Offi-
cer Katie Alley at SEO@abc-flx.
org. “This course is taught by
passionate instructors who have
decades of on-the-water experi-
ence,” Alley said, stressing the
value of in-person classes. The
America’s Boating Club course
covers many components of
safe boating, including docking,
maneuvering, anchoring, vessel
lighting, equipment, federal and
state navigation laws and how to
handle medical and mechanical
emergencies while on the wa-
ter. Everyone, regardless of age,
now must have a New York State
Boater Safety Education Certifi-
cate to legally operate a motor-
ized vessel, including personal
watercraft, commonly known as
jet skis, and sailboats with a mo-
tor. Age requirements under the
safety certificate law, known as
Brianna’s Law, have gradually
expanded over the last few years
to include all operators. People
renting boats are among the very
few exceptions to the law. For
more information about Amer-
ica’s Boating Club, go to www.
