For ten years he also worked as a property development 
director for the Seven Lakes Girl Scout Council, building 
countless unique campgrounds for girls across New York to 
enjoy, including a treehouse camp.

At around the age of 40 he left the stability of a full time 
position and ventured into entrepreneurship. He founded two 
companies. One was Overview Construction and the other 
was The Family Tree Company. He owned several properties 
in NYS as well as one in Florida. Even then, he took on new 
challenges and responsibilities by helping to start a Physical 
Rehabilitation Center in Lakeland, Florida where he worked 
as a consultant and a kinesiotherapist. He did similar work in 
Dublin, Georgia at the VA as well.

When he finally retired he moved back up from Florida to 
live on the land where he and all his children were raised.

While he held many occupational positions over the years, 
the titles most important to him were son, brother, husband, 
father, uncle, grandfather, and great grandfather. He was a 
family man through and through.

Francis was also a devoted friend and would gladly lend a 
hand to anyone in need.

He carried on his parents’ legacy by taking in and caring for 
children within the community, and always providing a warm 
bed and an abundance of food and love for those in need. 
His grandchildren called him “Super Poppy” because of his 
many heroic feets and narrow escapes from injury and death 
throughout the years.
