regimen that works 
can be tough. Taylor 
Bellinger, Family 
Medicine and Weight 
Loss Management 
Physician Assistant at Arnot Health, a 
Member of Centralus Health, works with 
patients to find a sustainable weight loss 
plan.

“My goal is to make this a comfortable 
environment to talk about your whole 
life picture, because there are multiple 
factors related to obesity.”

To find out if they are at a healthy weight, 
people need to know their body mass 
index (BMI).

“You qualify for the clinic if you have a 
BMI of 30 or greater or if you have a 
BMI between 27 and 29 with a comorbid 
weight-related condition,” says Taylor.

Setting a healthy weight goal is easy; 
reaching that goal is often what deters 
people from their weight loss plan. 

 “The goal as a provider is to help a 
patient advance towards their own 
health and wellness goals and to 
create sustainable behavioral change,” 
says Elizabeth Marshall, Family Nurse 

Practitioner at 
Cayuga Health, 
a member of 
Centralus Health.

By focusing on 
a goal that’s 
meaningful, 
patients are more 
likely to reach the 
outcome they’re 
looking for. When 
they do, Taylor 

can’t help but notice a change in their 
demeanor. 

“This job is rewarding because we’re 
working on weight. When that gets better, 
people’s confidence improves and their 
quality of life improves. That’s really 
exciting for patients.”
