“This event
is designed to both raise aware-
ness about the issue of sex traf-
ficking and support our mission
through youth-led fundraising ef-
forts. In addition, it is especially
meaningful because it engages
young people in a positive, tan-
gible way—helping them under-
stand the realities of trafficking
while encouraging leadership,
compassion, and community in-
volvement.” Local youth partici-
pants will take part by securing
sponsorships or flat donations to
skate laps during the event, em-
powering them to play an active
role in educating the community
while raising funds to support
women who have survived sex
trafficking or sexual exploitation
and are healing at the Potter’s
Hands Foundation. The Founda-
tion raises awareness about the
dangers and signs of trafficking.
In addition, the Foundation is
the only long-term, residential,
treatment-specific program in
the Finger Lakes, Western New
York, and the Southern Tier for
female survivors that provides
safe and stable shelter, food se-
curity, education, counseling,
mental health coaching, and life
skills management. Survivors do
not pay for any support provided
by the Foundation. In addition,
the Foundation does not seek
or receive any support from the
government.
